lan Whittle is the son of Sir Frank Whittle. He served for five years as an RAF pilot and flew the earliest
of the British jet fighters (Meteor, Vampire & Hunter) He moved into Civil Aviation in 1958 and went to
live in Lebanon to fly for Kuwait Airways for the next twelve years. He joined Cathay Pacific Airways in
January 1970 and went to live in Hong Kong where he stayed for twenty-five years and flew several
different types of heavy jet until retirement as a management pilot at the end of 1994. He now lives in

England and Spain.
